I purposely turned this delay up more than I would normally so you can hear it better against the first delay. By the way. Notice my impressive under the chin camera trick.....Im thinking of joining the circus :)

Well In this case no. For Still haven found I use the Pod delay for my short slapback in the previous clip i did. That was set to somthing like 125ms. I then used my sdd-3000 for the rythmic normal delay set to 453ms? (cant remember)

 

  Now for Pride, I figure the classic 418ms from the Elevation tour is the main delay so I set my sdd-3000 to 420ms which is basically the same. This is the main sound heard and gives the bpm ect.. I then added the Pod set to 450 which I put lower in the mix.

 

  So basically the main core delay is always my number1 sdd-3000 . Any additional accent delays I use the Pod because well The Pods delays blow in comparrison the the Korgs

Its the sdd-3000 you hear extensively

second delay is Pod and its 453 I think I will have to recheck as I alway
change it. I didnt set it to anything specific. I used the sdd delay time to
"find" the second delay...trial and error. Its analog with Mod. Speed100%
depth around 55%
So im trying to work this out from my last post

I can hear two delays at 2.06mins (Mushroom)
hey, give this a try as well for ISHFWILF:

440 (or 441) for the main delay, then at a lower volume try the
second delay at 265ms

2 delay times that compliment each other very well for this song. I
can't recall, but there is a formula to derive the 265 from the 441 -
265 is 60% of 441. Theorists please chime in as to why this works.


Let me think about by signal path. It is parallel. The main delay
(441) is my sdd3000, I think I'm using my pod xtpro for the 265, and
it is placed in front of my sdd. And before I had the podxt, I used
the ips33b delay for this and it was also in front of my sdd. I
don't think there is any secret sauce here. The 265 is more of a
click for the groove, it doesn't imo need to be modulated - set it
at 2 or 3 repeats slightly lower in the mix. Season to taste and
you are there. (Dallasglenn)
